4. Planning Applications:
a. Planning Application No: B/15/01230
Location: Holton Hall Farm, Hadleigh Road, Holton St Mary
Proposal: Erection of multi purpose agricultural building
OG withdrew from the meeting for this item. 

Close Meeting
Andrew Philpot (the applicant) was present to answer any questions. It was noted that a public footpath runs alongside the proposed building. EE asked about the height of the building. The walls will be the same height as the existing barns but the roof lower as the building will be narrower. ST asked about the use of the barn. It will house sprayer/chemicals, grain storage/produce boxes and office/welfare area for staff. MA questioned the reason for proposed location as will be visible from various parts of the village. There is no other suitable location. The existing portacabin will become car parking space. CR was told there will be no increase in traffic. EE queried how far it would be from Holton Hall barns. ST asked what the boxes were filled with and was told it was produce grown on Holton Hall Farm.
Open Meeting

Following discussion and viewing of the plans concerns were as follows:
There should be no adverse visual impact affecting the village or the adjacent listed building. The location of the proposed building is in close proximity to the boundary wall of the listed property.

The existing condition (of planning permission granted B/00/01298/FUL), that the building will be used for storage of produce grown at Holton Hall Farm should be preserved.

There should be no increase in traffic.

b. Appeal: APP/D3505/W15/3133836

Planning Application No: B/14/00802

Location: Hangar T2, Raydon Hall Farm, Woodlands Road, Raydon 

Proposal: Application under section 73 of the Town and Country Planning Act (1990) to vary condition 03 (to allow emergency deliveries access to site) and remove condition 10 (to enable existing gates to stay in location constructed) attached to P.P. B/11/01584/FUL

Comments submitted in response to original planning application were read to the Council. Following discussion the PC decided to modify these comments and send the following comments to the Planning Inspectorate. 
The appellant currently disregards Condition 3. The current planning permission allows vehicle movements between 0600 and 2100 hours Monday to Friday and between 0700 and 1500 hours on Saturdays. These times are systematically not being adhered to as HGVs with the Phillips logo are seen and heard much earlier travelling at speeds that routinely exceed the 30mph speed limit. Specific examples are that vehicles have been seen at 0415, 0515 and 0545 approximately. This has an environmental effect on the residents of Holton St Mary who are being woken by the noise and vibration of the passing HGVs. 

As the B1070 is not a through route for HGVs any extra movements on Sundays or Bank Holidays will have a detrimental impact on the village. 

The appellant has not made clear what constitutes as emergency movement of deliveries to and from the premises. Therefore granting permission would introduce an unenforceable planning permission.

The Parish Council does not wish to modify earlier comments regarding Condition 10.
This was agreed unanimously.
